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MANIFESTO FOR THE UNITY OF THE ARAGONESE LANGUAGE

The associations, groups and people who sign this Manifesto do so out of respect for a very rich cultural and linguistic heritage that exists in Aragon and which is in serious danger.

It's a historically documented fact that a romance language was developed in Aragon, which has been traditionally known as Aragonese, and that it's still alive in wide areas of our territory.

This language is expressed in several linguistic varieties, whose survival is seriously threatened and whose protection is a legal and moral duty. In this sense, we recall that both the Spanish Constitution and the Aragonese Autonomy Statute, in accordance with the European Charter for Regional or Minority Languages, explicitly recognize the rights of linguistic minorities. Therefore, these varieties are constituents of Aragonese and speaking any of them is equivalent to speaking the same language in different ways.
We are convinced that the only valid way to try to avoid the disappearance of Aragonese, with all its varieties, is the recognition of the unity of the language, which implies the consolidation of a formal and reference model, reinforcing a process that other languages like Spanish started a long time ago.

In short, we ask Aragonese society for support and understanding for this language which belongs to everybody and constitutes a valuable cultural legacy of mankind.
